· Pattern rule: There are three types of patterns:  repeating, growing, and shrinking.  

· A pattern rule tells how to build a pattern.  You may be able to state a pattern rule in more than one way.   

· Predict: To predict or A prediction is a reasonable guess as to what will happen based on patterns and number relationships.

· Relationships: a relation is used to describe certain properties of things. That way, certain things may be connected in some way; this is called a relation. It is clear, that things are either related, or they are not, there are no in-betweens. Relations are classified into four types based on mapping of elements.

· Table: Numbers or quantities arranged in rows and columns
· Term: In Algebra a term is either a single number or variable, or numbers and variables multiplied together.

Terms are separated by + or − signs

· Term number: A number is a count or measurement. 

They are really an idea in our minds. We write or talk about numbers using numerals such as "5" or "five". We could also hold up 5 fingers, or tap the table 5 times. These are all different ways of referring to the same number.

There are also different types of numbers, such as whole numbers (1,2,3) decimals (1.48, 50.5), fractions (1/2, 3/8), and more. abstraction.
· Term value: Money: how much something is worth. Example: the value of this coin is one dollar. Mathematics: the result of a calculation. Example: 3 × 4 gives the value of 12.
· Unknown term: a variable, or the quantity it represents, the value of which is to be discovered by solving an equation; a variable in a conditional equation: 3y = 4x + 5 is an equation in two unknowns.

· Values In mathematics, value may refer to several, strongly related notions: A value of a variable or a constant is any number or other mathematical object assigned to it.
· Verify: The process of making sure a solution is correct by making sure it satisfies any and all equations and/or inequalities in a problem.
