	Connection:

	Action:

Choose one of the shapes found in West African cloths. Repeatedly trace your shape attempting to cover your entire piece of paper. Share your design w/ your partner. Discuss whether your designs cover the whole piece of paper without overlaps or gaps. Why or why not?

	Consolidation:

Sort designs into 2 categories without overlaps or gaps. Make conclusions based on the designs about the different shapes and why some shapes do and don't overlap or leave gaps.
