	CLR Sample Approach: Send- a- Problem 

Purpose: Increase student engagement

Instructions:

Create your own original story problem that includes a decimal number that is either multiplied by a multiplier between 0-9 or divided by a divisor between 1-9. Record your story problem on an index card and exchange cards with a friend to solve.
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Description: Each student writes a review problem on a flash card and asks
teammates to answer or solve it. Review questions are passed to another
group to be answered.
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Protocol: Silent Appointment

Description: After the teacher poses a problem/question to be discussed,
students make “silent appointments” with each other by making eye contact
and nodding to indicate that an appointment has been made. Students then
£0 to their appointments and share. The teacher should then review with the
whole class by asking what students heard that was shared by others.

Protocol: Musical Shares

Description: This is similar to Give One, Get One. The teacher poses a
question and turns on music. Students move/dance around the classroom
until the music is turned off. Students discuss the question with whomever
they are closest to when the music is turned off. The teacher resumes music
and the process continues until they have had enough opportunities to share.
